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1.  Is there a possibility for a match waiver due to COVID 19 and its negative impact on   nonprofits?   
       
 No, the program needs to have funds to operate for ninety (90) days.  OJJ will reimburse for expenditures.

The RFP indicates that vendors must provide a match that must equal 25% of the YS Funding Request.  This amount may not include state or federal funding or funding used to match another state or federal grant. Columns B and C should equal A. Can you please provide suggestions on what others have used as matching?
Business lines of credit are the ones that are most often submitted.  The 25% match is the equivalent to having funds to operate for ninety (90) days.  OJJ pays for services after they are provided so these contracts are set up to reimburse vendors for expenditures. 

10.  On page 14 of the RFP it indicates that it is expected that all youth go through the three phases Probation, Re-entry and Post-entry? Can you please clarify what each phase is?  
Within the context of this RFP the proposer should describe the work that will be accomplished with program youth in the following groups:

· Probation –  Youth under the supervision of the Office of Juvenile Justice with no secure or non-secure placement history.

· Reentry – Youth under the supervision of the Office of Juvenile Justice who are actively transitioning from secure or non-secure placements.  

· Post Reentry – Youth under the supervision of the Office of Juvenile Justice who have a history of at least one (1) secure or non-secure placement.

11. Does “re-entry” in this proposal mean that all referred youth will have been in placement at time of referral?  

Reentry implies that the youth is actively transitioning from a secure or non-secure placement.  The proposer should expect to provide Tracker services to clients from the three (3) groups identified in the answer to #10 above and Section 1.9.5 of the RFP.

            
12. Is there a particular length of program participation that is preferred? Or a not to exceed amount of days on the program?  

There is no particular limit on the number of days of participation.  Program completion should be based on the Individual Treatment Plan goal completion and the proposer’s defined completion criteria.

13. On page 26 – 1.32.2.3 – Are staff who use personal vehicles required  to keep the insurance amounts stated in the proposal?
